Thank you for your interest in US Kids Child Development Center.  Unfortunately, we do not have any openings in the center at this time.  In an attempt to keep communication open and to better manage our waiting list, we would like to review our wait-list policies and procedures.

US Kids is a child Development Center designed to meet the needs of families working in the Department of the Treasury, the Department of Veterans Affairs, the Department of Justice, the Export-Import Bank and the Executive Office of the President.  It is important to the center that we are able to provide service to families from each of these agencies.  Whenever possible, we will accommodate children from other government agencies and from the community at large.

· There is a non-refundable $50 registration fee due upon application.

· Wait-list applications will only be accepted from those who are expecting a new baby or have a planned adoption.  You must have an estimated birth date and start date in order to register with US Kids.
· 1st PRIORITY: Families from our sponsoring agencies with children currently enrolled in the center wishing to enroll additional children.

· 2nd PRIORITY: Non-Agency families with children currently enrolled in the center wishing to enroll additional children.

· 3rd PRIORITY: Families from our sponsoring agencies wishing to enroll children.

· 4th PRIORITY: All others wishing to enroll children.

· Once a space is offered to you, we will hold it for 48 hours.  If we do not hear from you, we assume that you are declining the space.  If you decline a space, your name will be moved to the back of the wait-list.  If you are offered a space again in the future, and you decline that space, you will be removed from the wait-list.
